People:  The first commandment forbids denying God or not
worshipping and glorifying Him as the true God and our God.
It also forbids giving worship and glory, which He alone
deserves, to anyone or anything else.

Leader:  What are we specifically taught in the first commandment by
the words before me?

People:  The words before me in the first commandment teach us that
God, Who sees everything, notices and is very offended by the
sin of having any other god.
